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Matt Talbot, an Irish laborer born in 1856, became an alcoholic at the age of 12 - when he began
working in Dublin’s beer and liquor business as a messenger.

Talbot relied on friends to buy him drinks and even stole to get money for
alcohol. He quit drinking in humiliation one night at the age of 28 when no one
would buy him a beer at a local pub. With the help of his pastor, Talbot turned
to God for help staying sober. His devotions, and a determination to focus his
life on others, gave him what he needed.

What does drinking have to do with spirituality? Potentially everything. A
spiritual journey is a search for truth - in our relationships with God, ourselves
and others. Alcohol instead can be a means of avoidance. Sister Molly Monahan
writes, “I knew I was in trouble spiritually — I could pray hardly at all - but I had
not connected this condition with my drinking. I thought that I was experiencing
the ‘dark night of the soul’ described by the mystics, and reserved for chosen
souls called to the higher states of the contemplative life.”

Catholicism sees nothing wrong with responsible drinking. After all, Trappists have beer on major feast
days and some monasteries distill liqueurs and ferment wine. The issue is not alcohol but how it is used.

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The Twelve Steps

Matt Talbot stopped drinking 50 years before Alcoholics Anonymous was founded, but his program for
staying sober was similar to AA’s Twelve Steps. The steps are:

=

We admitted we were powerless over alcohol - that our lives had become unmanageable.
Came to believe that a Power greater than ourselves could restore us to sanity.

Made a decision to turn our will and our lives over to the care of God as we understood Him.
Made a searching and fearless moral inventory of ourselves.

Admitted to God, to ourselves, and to another human being the exact nature of our wrongs.
Were entirely ready to have God remove all these defects of character.

Humbly asked Him to remove our shortcomings.

Made a list of all persons we had harmed, and became willing to make amends to them all.

Made direct amends to such people wherever possible, except when to do so would injure
them or others.

10. Continued to take personal inventory and when we were wrong promptly admitted it.

11. Sought through prayer and meditation to improve our conscious contact with God as we
understood Him, praying only for knowledge of His Will for us and the power to carry that out.

12. Having had a spiritual awakening as the result of these steps, we tried to carry this message
to alcoholics, and to practice these principles in all our affairs.
